COURSE NUMBER, TITLE AND CREDIT HOURS: ENG 307—Issues for Women Writing, 3 SH

PREREQUISITES: WS 190 or ENG 299, or consent of instructor.

CURRENT CATALOG DESCRIPTION: Reading, discussion, and writing focused on a particular social, cultural, or personal issue related to how and what women write.  Repeatable to 6 hours with different topics.
CLASS HOURS PER WEEK: 3

JUSTIFICATION FOR CROSS-LISTING: 
a. Why cross-list rather than teach in one department?

This course was developed to service both departments.  It complements a currently existing cross-listed course:  ENG/WS 301.  Most courses in the B.A. in Women’s Studies are cross-listed because it is not feasible to hire specialists in all content areas that contribute to the discipline.  And, it is preferable to have specialists with advanced training teach the courses.  This allows the Department of Women’s Studies to offer a wider range of courses than would be available with extant faculty.

When courses contribute to more than one discipline it is a more efficient use of university resources to cross-list than hire for two departments. 

b. Why and how is the course pertinent to more than one department?

Within the Department of English this topic area is an elective that would be interesting to some, but not all students; in Women’s Studies the course complements numerous existing courses.  Many courses, such as WS/PHIL 220—Feminism and Ethics, WS/REL 303—Women and Religion, WS/SOC 410—Women and Poverty; WS/321—Women and Health, would provide content that would inform the humanistic approach that will be central to ENG/WS 307.  Specialists in each of these discipline-based courses teach them as cross-listed with Women’s Studies.  The courses are very important to the Department of Women’s Studies, but the specialists are located in their respective departments.  

c. How many instructors in each department are both qualified and willing to teach this class?

In English there are 6-8 faculty who could offer this course.  As many new faculty are hired to replace retiring faculty in the near future, the number of faculty who could teach it will expand.  In Women’s Studies one faculty member is qualified to teach the course.  The faculty member offers the WS/ENG 301 regularly and could rotate the proposed course into her teaching schedule if necessary.
