Converting Analytic Scoring Scale Scores to Letter Grades

The Analytic Scoring Scale gives a maximum of 11 points.  It is designed to award points for using the 4-step (Pólya) problem-solving process and for solving the problem correctly.  It is not recommended that that the teacher take the points earned divide by 11 and convert to a percent, and then to a letter grade.  The following table lists recommended conversions from points on the Analytic Scoring Scale to letter grades.  Teachers may modify this to meet their own needs.
