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Advice on How to Do Well In Math 100

1. Organize your notebook in an orderly fashion such as dividing work into four different sections: notes, homework, quizzes, and tests. Organize it to benefit you. 
2. Do homework each night it is assigned. Do not wait until Thursday night to do all three assignments from the past week.

3. Go to office hours when you need help or are confused about something

4. Try to attend as many classes as possible because it is very easy to get behind in math

5. Earn as many “leg up” coupons as possible

6. When studying for test, look over your past homework assignments and the study sheet Dr. Olsen gives prior to the test.

7. Have your own calculator because you use it almost every day in the class

8. Be very detailed when solving math problems. Make sure to define your variables or points will most likely be deducted. 

9. Sit in the front or second row so there will be no distractions.

10. Take the online quizzes over and over until you get the grade you wish to attain. Never give up.
