Example Learning Outcome – Grade 4

Statement of the learning outcome 
Students leaving Grade 4 will be able to:
Solve multistep word problems posed with whole numbers and having whole-number answers using the four operations. Students will show their work so that it is clear how they arrived at their answer. (4.OA.3)

Background skills
Number and Operations in Base Ten: 4.NBT1; 4.NBT2; 4.NBT4; 4.NBT5
Generalize place value understanding for multi-digit whole numbers. Use place value understanding and properties of operations to perform multi-digit arithmetic. 

Comments
For assessment, at least two word problems will be used.  At least one of the word problems will involve numbers beyond the basic facts (for example,  or ).

Example items
1) For Gwen's birthday party, her parents bought a piñata for $19 and filled it with all of her favorite candies. They bought 4 bags of peanut butter candies for $8 per bag, 3 bags of lollipops for $7 per bag, and 3 bags of sour candies for $6 per bag. How much did the piñata and the candy cost all together?

2) Karl's rectangular vegetable garden is 20 feet by 45 feet, and Makenna's is 25 feet by 40 feet. Whose garden is larger in area?
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3) Jill has two hamsters. Each hamster drinks 3 ounces of water each day. The water bottle in the cage holds 20 ounces of water. Jill fills the water bottle on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday mornings.
a. How many ounces of water are left in the bottle at the end of the day on Tuesday?
b. How many ounces of water will the hamsters drink by the end of 5 days?

4) A worker has 80 screwdrivers to put into tool kits.  He puts 6 screwdrivers into each tool kit.
a. How many tool kits can the worker make?
b. How many screwdrivers will be left over after the worker makes the tool kits?
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
