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Essential Learning Outcomes for Mathematics

We will compile a K-12 district document listing the Essential Learning Outcome for each grade level.
Learning outcomes are statements that describe significant and essential learning that learners have achieved, and can reliably demonstrate at the end of a grade level.

Format for Each Grade/Course (about one page per grade/course)

Statement of the learning outcome 
“Students leaving Grade __ will be able to ….”  If related to, or adapted from, a CCSSM (Common Core State Standard for Mathematics) standard state the number. For example, 4.OA.4.

Background skills
List background skills, from this grade level, needed to do the application in the learning outcome.  List CCSSM standards. For example, 4.NBT1; 4.NBT2; 4.NBT4; 4.NBT5.
(Optional: Also list background skills from previous grade levels needed to do the application.)

Comments
More detail, as needed. These comments may be helpful for writing assessment items for the outcome.
 
Example items
Example items that could be used during the learning of the outcome and for assessment of student learning. The district document should list about two items.  Additional items should also be listed elsewhere for each grade level.
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
