The older I get, the more research I do, the
more | read, and the more I challenge my-
self, the more I am aware that I still am
learning. In fact, this perspective helps
me stay "in it" as opposed to "getting it".
In teaching, mentoring and social justice
work, I believe "being in it" may be more
important than knowledge or intellect.

Fall 2007 marks the completion of
multiple construction and renovation
projects on campus. Over the summer,
the Casa Latina building was demolished
and the offices were relocated to the
fourth floor of Olson Hall. At the end of
September, the ceremonial groundbreak-
ing was held for the new Multicultural
Center which will be located where Casa
Latina stood.

The expansion of the Donald S.
Spencer Student Recreation Center has
begun. The center celebrated its 10th
anniversary this month and the $6.2 mil-
lion, 21,000 foot addition is progressing
rapidly. A webcam of construction ac-
tivities can be viewed on the university’s
website. This expansion will increase
the size of the weight room, add two
arena courts which will increase the size
of the track, and add cardio space. The
expansion is expected to be completed in
approximately two years.

A Housing and Dining Services Master
Plan was developed after the completion
of a facilities condition assessment in the
summer of 2007. This plan will direct
the maintenance, enhancement, and con-
struction associated with campus resi-
dential facilities. Projects include fire
suppression sprinklers and elevator re-

dedicated dur-
ing half-time of the Homecoming foot-
ball game on September 29, 2007. New
bleachers, increased seating capacity, a
new entrance, restrooms and concession
stands were all added. Phase II includes
additional bathrooms and concessions to
the press box side.

We have had a few staff changes.
Some of our staff members have left for
greater career opportunities, others have
taken on new responsibilities and, of
course, we’ve welcomed new members
to our family.

The fall semester is coming to a close
after being very successful for the Divi-
sion of Student Services. If you are in or
around town, please be sure to drop in
and say hello!
