The Memorial Hall renova-
tion is set to be completed in December 2010. Career
Services, Disability Support Services, University Counsel-
ing Center, and University Advising and Academic Ser-
vices Center will then return to the building.

This new entrance will include an elevator that
will now extend to the third floor of the Union.

Director of Admissions, Eric Campbell, resigned and Al
Harris was named Associate Vice President and Director
of Admissions through June 2011 when he will retire
from Western Illinois University. Ann Comerford was
named Director of the University Union. John Beirn-
baum was named Associate Vice President of Student
Services. Mary Kubasak, Assistant Director for Volun-
teer Services, retired after over twenty years of service to
WIU. Director of Financial Aid, Bill Bushaw, retired
after twenty- years of service to WIU and Bob Andersen
was named Director of Financial Air.

She
will be missed by everyone in the Division.
